At Blaise High School we recognise that rewarding positive behaviour builds strong foundations for a
community that works together towards accessing the very best universities, or genuine alternatives, in
the country.

Everyday at Blaise High School we focus on rewarding good behaviour and character. Every lesson
students are rewarded for effort and perfect answers with green points by their teachers.

Students with excellent attendance and behaviour will attend these Rewards Experiences. Students on
the Silver and Gold Rewards Experiences will come to school in Blaise High School PE kit.
