Usually, these events are busiest at the start and so you may
want to delay your arrival. If you want to speak with a range of teachers we advise arriving
no later than 17.00. This event does not have appointments. Instead, you can see
teachers in the order you choose. Your son/daughter is encouraged to attend with you but
if they cannot, please use the MCAS app so that you are aware of who your child’s
teachers are.

As for some parents this is a new event, we have compiled a list of FAQs that may assist
you further.

a) What will | be given on entry to the event?
On entry, you will be given two things.

1) A copy of the locations for all teachers.
2) A list of your child’s teachers
3) A list of teacher email addresses.

This is to allow communication between home and school. If you have any further
questions after the event, please feel free to contact staff.

b) Can my son/daughter attend with me?
They can and this is encouraged. They should attend in full school uniform.

¢) Why can’t we make appointments?
We believe that the flexible model that we are using is much better in enabling
parents and carers to see specific staff as required, rather than a rigid model where
time is not always maximised. Please contact Mrs Chinn if you feel you will be
unable to attend at all due to constraints outside of your control.
