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Overview 
The Unit 3 Assessments run from the Monday 15th June - Friday 26th June. 

An important part of preparing for assessments is revision. 

During the assessment window you will complete three types of revision:  

1. Self-quizzing:  You will complete your self-quizzing according to the timetable in your knowledge organisers. 
This will be checked by tutors every day in P0. 
 

2. Sparx: You will complete your Sparx homework weekly. This will be checked by your subject teachers as 
normal.   
 

3. Revision tasks: You should complete one revision task each evening from your revision resource booklet.  

 

Revision Resources: using the booklet 

This booklet contains the revisions tasks for every subject you will be assessed on in Unit 3.  

For all subjects apart from English, Maths and Science the tasks are in the same format as in the previous unit. 

For English, Maths and Science you have two sets of revision tasks. Each task is made of two parts, the first section is 
quizzing questions and then the second section is exam-style questions to complete.  

For all subjects your teachers will also explain to you how to use your revision resource within your Curriculum 
Review lessons.  

Revision Resources: planning your time 

Revision is most effective when it is planned in advance. To support you in planning out your revision from your 
booklet you should complete the timetable below using your assessment timetable. 

You will write the revision task you want to complete on the day you want to complete it.  

There are 16 tasks to complete and 19 spaces in your revision timetable, once you have written in your revision tasks 
you write in ‘review’. During a review session you should complete additional tasks from the revision resource.  After 
you have successfully completed a revision task you tick this off as completed.
