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Project 3 - Researching Crime 
	Title: Independent research into a violent crime 
Task: 
1. Answer the question, ‘What is classified as a violent crime in the UK?’ Use the information on this website: https://www.cps.gov.uk/violent-crime to help you. Your answer needs to be written in complete sentences. 
2. Research and collate information on a violent crime of your choice, which took place in the United Kingdom at some point in the last 30 years. An example of a violent crime is kidnap and murder of Millie Dowler (please research this case if you are unfamiliar, to help you further understand what a ‘violent crime is).  
3. You are to use your research to answer the following questions: 
1. What crime was committed?
2. When and where did the crime take place?
3. Who were the victims?
4. Who was, if known, the main suspect(s) and were they convicted?
5. What was the motive suggested in this crime?
6. What were the repercussions of the crime itself on the community and the family of the victim(s)?
7. Upon conviction, what sentence was received? Do you believe this to be a fair sentence?
8. Why do you think the suspect committed the crime?
9. What can be done in your opinion, to prevent this crime being committed in the future?
10. Do you think that something was psychologically wrong with this suspect? Do you think that there is something psychologically wrong with all criminals? Explain your answer.
Your work should be presented as a word document, or handwritten, and all questions must be answered to the best of your ability. You can include appropriate pictures if you wish.

	Title: Use a scenario to explain the crime present 
Task: 
1. Read the scenario below (if you are unsure of the words used, please look up their definitions on Google): 
Grantville, a small rural town, was once a pleasant place to live. However, over the last 10 years, crime has steadily increased. Offences such as prostitution, vagrancy, possession of cannabis and motoring offences such as speeding are now commonplace. Residents often do not report criminal acts. The local newspaper often reports stories about crime in the town and recently published the following headline:
POLICE ARE LOSING CONTROL OF GRANTVILLE
THE TOWN IS IN THE HANDS OF CRIMINALS
The newspaper is also backing a local councillor who is running for the position of mayor of the town. The councillor, Mr Mackie, supports new policing policies such as zero tolerance. He intends to bring in such an approach to help reduce crime and restore law and order.
2. Answer the below questions in full sentences. The marks per question indicate the level of depth required for each answer. Use example/s from the scenario in each question, where you can: 
1. Describe how this headline could cause panic. [2 Marks]
2. Suggest why some crimes may not be reported to the police? [3 Marks]
3. What is the difference between deviance and criminality? [8 Marks]







Project 5 - Prisons and Punishments
	Title: Are prisons a suitable punishment for crimes? 

Task 	Complete this free on-line course from the FutureLearn. You will need to sign-up/in to receive a ‘statement of participation’ at the end. 
            The course will help you explore life inside UK prisons. You will learn whether this type of punishment reduces crime, and if rehabilitation can prevent reoffending. 
            You will consider the role of imprisonment as a form of punishment, and hear from ex-prisoners about their experience of being incarcerated. Through case studies, you will explore the challenges faced by the current prison system. You will identify alternative methods of punishment and rehabilitation, and learn about the debates that exist within the criminal justice system.
